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Well, it finally, really feels and looks like Fall as we head into the early darkness of daylight savings
and the beautiful color of the leaves. We have come through this time of year without a significant
storm and we are very grateful for that!

I want to thank the Tuxedo Park Garden Club for the most beautiful Fall plantings that we have seen in
quite some time! It is for the enjoyment of all. The considerable effort these dedicated members put
forth are to be commended. We are grateful for their hard work and the beauty it brings!

The Causeway Wall

I have reached out twice by email, on October 24 and 29, since my initial conversation with Professor
John Ochsendorf. He is an MIT professor who teaches Civil and Environmental Engineering and
Architecture. He has a firm, Ochsendorf, DeJong and Block who specialize in evaluating historic
load-bearing structures and masonry. I spoke with him and then sent photographs of the Causeway
Wall, along with the three engineering reports that we had. I asked if he would give us his initial
thoughts regarding the wall and its safety. He said he would do so in a report and then determine
whether he should come to look at the wall in person. I will continue to work on getting his findings.

The Village has been extremely fortunate to have three citizens, Alan Yassky, along with Tom
Salierno and Patrick Donaghy, who approached me to review the engineering RFP (Request for
Proposal) in an effort to find solutions for the eventual re-build of the wall that would be more cost
effective. These three men have an enormous amount of expertise in the field of building and
construction and have met with our engineer, Carl Stone from Weston and Sampson, along with
builders and masons they have worked with, to bring more cost saving options to the table. I want to
thank these three for their tireless commitment to finding solutions that will save money, once repairs
get underway. As we, the Village, have started further negotiations with Ms. Booth, we have an
agreement that no work will be performed prior to November 27" when the court will make its
decision (a two week postponement from the prior date). We have some further time to look carefully
at further options of repair and/or restoration.

Trees and Leaves

Many residents have heeded the request that they take a careful look at their trees, while the leaves are
still out, to determine if they have dead trees, and they have taken many of them down. It is a very
important safety measure that we all should be mindful of;, at least once a year. Pruning limbs can also
help top heavy trees to stay healthy. Thank you to all who have taken action!



The leaves can be dumped across from the DPW plant by the Wee Wah Lake Monday through Friday
from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. and Saturdays from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.

Town Purchase of Quarry Field

Peter Dolan, the Town Supervisor, has announced that the Town will be purchasing the property north
of the Park known as Sterling Place or Quarry Field. It is approximately 41 acres that creates a
triangle bordered by Route 17 to the east, Warwick Brook Road to the northwest and the Village to the
south. The Town plans a recreational facility for all Town residents that might include a recreational
center, pool, tennis courts, multi purpose sport field and another baseball/softball diamond and
parking. The good news is that as this land will not have any residential development, our NYS DEC
dam classification will not change and this will save the Village considerable cost when repairing the
Wee Wah dam. There are three buildable lots that will remain across Warwick Brook Road, near the
Town gasoline pumps.

The Town plans a presentation of this purchase and uses at the next Town meeting on Tuesday,
November 12th at 7 p.m. at the Town Hall, for those who are interested.

I will be speaking to Supervisor Dolan regarding the land purchase and the possibility of the Village
buying some of this property next to our sewer treatment facility. We have pondered this in the past
and need to explore land that might help with the needs of the DPW and the dam rebuild.

Recycling

We have posted the instructions for proper recycling on the website to aid residents in getting things in
order for Sterling carting to pick up. Please take a moment to insure you are putting the appropriate
items out.

Website
We, John, Debbie and I have met with Bill Sweet to start looking into options for the Village website.

Bill has kindly offered to help steer us with design options, along with whether we are using the best
site possible.

Vehicle Tags

Chief Stanford reports that most of the non-resident tags have been taken care of. The resident tags
will need to be changed by January 1, 2014, so please stop by the front gate and get your new tags.
They can stick on top of your old tags. It became apparent that we do a better job with boats on the
lake than we do with the vehicles, so we will be issuing new tags more frequently. If you have a new
car, that information will need to be updated for the Police records. Please let Denise at the Front Gate
(who handles this effort) or the traffic guard on duty know of these changes.

Deer Culling

Chief Sanford is in the initial stages of some survey work, in preparation for the culling next year. We
will work with the DEC to determine how many tags we might receive for this year’s efforts. Yes,
there are still deer in the Village. We will always have some but our goal is to keep the herd to a



manageable size, where the destruction of gardens is minimal and the instances of lime disease has
been greatly reduced. The past two years have proven to be successful, thanks to the effort of the
DPW and the Police.

There is now significant research showing that Barberry bushes which grow quite freely in the Village
harbor ticks. As the deer do not eat Barberry, it is a perfect spot for the ticks to escape. We will be
providing more information on this in the future, but we can start replacing these bushes with others
that are far less friendly to ticks, Boxwoods for example. They don’t eat these bushes and they are
evergreen as well!
